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The men of our church decided to make Mother’s Day  
special this year.  To start with, we all agreed to wear a 
suit.  Then we bought a bunch of roses so that each 
mother and grandmother would get one.   Since it was 
communion Sunday we thought we would do a modern 
version of foot-washing.  We got a big bottle of skin 
conditioner and put it on their feet so that the mothers 
could relax.  In the picture Edgardo  and daughter Janela  
are massaging the feet of Maribel.   Edgardo has been 

recently elected to the leadership team of our church.  This couple is ministering very 
actively in our church and their community.   This leads us to the: 
 
Miracle of the month  - Edgardo and Maribel live across from a family that suffers badly 
from muscular dystrophy.  One of the daughters, Cristina , who is 14 years old, was 
hospitalized and was progressively becoming more paralyzed.  She was finding it hard to 
even breathe and had to be connected to a respirator.  The doctors told them that she 
would never be able to breathe on her own again.  So Edgardo and Maribel asked for 
prayer.  We as a church, along with some other churches, all felt led to pray in a very 
concentrated way for her, and with our little seed of faith thought it would take months 
before we would see much change in her.  But to our amazement, after just a week it was 
obvious that God was touching her in a special way.  She is at home now and, while 
limited to her bedroom, she is breathing on her own, works on her computer, and stays in 
touch with everyone with her cell phone.  Her mother is thrilled at the change and is open 
to the Gospel.  

  
 The gentleman on the right in the picture, Ivan, holds an 
important position in the city government and attends our 
church.  The one next to him, Sergio , has been elected to our 
leadership team.  He is a widely respected Peruvian 
missionary who has been attending our church for two years 
and has been discipling Ivan.  Next to him is Koky , the 
president of a printing business who is also a member of our 
church.  He has organized three city-wide prayer marathons 

and has gained the respect of many of the pastors in our city.  On the far left is Edgardo 
(see above).   Last week Ivan and Koky had the opportunity of having lunch with the 
mayor, Cesar Acuña , and witnessed openly about their faith.  We are all now praying 
fervently that he will become a Christian.   
 
On a personal level, we had ten days of holidays in May.  While our daughter, Gladys , 
held down the fort because she is studying, we went to our favorite holiday place, Colán, in  
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northern Peru.  We love to walk on the almost deserted beach for long distances in order 
to be in communion with God, and to see what He has to tell us about the future.  Since 
the lodge we stay at has no TV, we do a lot of reading, and catch up on our sleep.  The 
beach is almost deserted because winter is coming.  We have had an unusually cold fall 
this year.  

 
Our sincere thanks go to those who pray and contribute to support the work of MBMSI   
carried out by us - C0103 and to our church  building fund - C0152.   The level of support 
for both projects has risen lately and we are very grateful for those who have continued to 
give or even raised their level.
